How do I pay? We require a £25 deposit to secure the date. We request that parents pay for the remainder
of the party on arrival just before the tour. Please see your party host for further information.

I have requested party bags – how do I get them? Party bags will be given to you while the children are
eating. You can givethem out at the end of the party.

How long does the tractor ride last? If you have booked a tractor ride/barrel train ride (already included in
the gold package), it will last approx 15 minutes.

What happens after the Party? You are welcome to enjoy the farm for the rest of the day. Visitors can stay
as long as they wish during opening hours of the farm.

Do extra people have to be paid for? The parents of the birthday child do not need to pay for
themselves.We admit one free parent per child visiting.  Extra siblings who are not part of the party and
over two years pay £3.00. This is clearly stated on the invitations. Additional children who require food and
or party bags will be charged at the full rate for that party type.

Do the children have a food choice? For the silver party, parents can choose one type of meal per party – hot
dogs, fish fingers or chicken nuggets. Please make your choice at least a week before the party.

What about food allergies? Our staff are used to dealing with children with allergies. We encourage parents
of children with severe food allergies to call us before the party and also see us on the day to ensure we are
providing the correct food for their child.

Do I need to choose my animal activities? Our staff will take you through at least 4 activities on your party.
Activities vary according to the season and weather but the children will have opportunities to handle or
stroke/feed the animals.

What happens if it rains? We are prepared for all types of weathers and if it rains heavily the party will take
place indoors. We are here to make your day a special one and will make sure that the party runs smoothly
whatever the weather. 

What about your hygiene policy? We are used to answering parents concerns about hygiene and animal
contact. Please don’t hesitate to ask if you are worried about anything. All our hand gel dispensers have
hospital grade gels, children will be asked to wash their hands with soap and water, then hand gel before
eating and our staff will talk to the children at the beginning to discuss conduct on the farm. If other
children’s parents have concerns please request our hygiene letter.
